Leaf Collection:-------

Leaf vacuuming will begin the week of October 26, 2020. Rather than
bagging your leaves, you need only to rake them to the front of your
property immediately adjacent to the road’s edge.

Leaves must be as close to the road’s edge as possible and not
obstructed by vehicles.

Please DO NOT rake leaves into the street as leaves could get washed
into storm inlets during inclement weather or can freeze to the roadway
as we get cooler temperatures.

This service is only intended for cleaning up
fallen braches in your yard and not for items cut down by a contractor. Each address will be limited to 15 minutes and strictly
enforced. In order to accommodate the limited number of slots, we are asking residents who have more than 15 minutes

of chipping to call a contractor for removal. Caln Township residents may call 610-384-0600 extension 140 beginning
September 1st through September 30th to add their address to the list. Slots are limited, so it's important that you call early
to add your address to the list. Please note: items placed at the curb not covered by the program or excess volumes of
material will not be chipped.

CHIPPING PROGRAM GUIDELINES

» All branches must be neatly stacked curbside (no cross-stacking), no larger

than 6” in diameter and with cut ends facing the street. Road crews will not  §

drive onto property or private lanes/road ways, nor will road crews go beyond !

the edge of the property to collect the branches.

Each address will be limited to 15 minutes with NO EXCEPTIONS.

No stumps. Branches greater than 6” in diameter will NOT be accepted.

Vines, weeds, leaves, or yard waste will NOT be collected.

Incorrectly stacked piles will NOT BE PICKED UP.

NO LATE SET OUTS OR OVERSIZED PILES WILL BE ACCEPTED.

Additional Instructions - Items which are too heavy to be lifted into a truck by two people will
not be accepted. Additional trash bags are NOT considered a bulk item.

Recycling White Goods Containing Freon
White goods such as refrigerators may be picked up as a bulk item if the Freon is properly removed by the owner. If
you would like for our hauler to pick up your white good that still has the Freon, contact Eagle Disposal at 717-355-
9560. A $55 fee will be charged by Eagle Disposal, for this service.
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If you are buying a new mattress, consider asking if the vendor will take the old one and T

properly recycle it for you. Other options for getting rid of the old mattress is to try to recycle _

it or reuse it. If your mattress is in great condition, begin your search close to home: W

»  Ask family, friends, neighbors and co-workers if they or someone they know could use a “&
good mattress.

» Ask places of worship (yours or others) if they are aware of any people that may be in
need of a mattress.

» Contact a local shelter.

*  You may place a mattress curb side as a bulk item on your collection day if you are not able to recycle or reuse it.
